Whoa, you’ve gotta try this.  Even if you aren’t a computer scientist, this will take you less than 4 minutes to do and you won’t regret it.

I don’t know how comprehensive their database is, but Google has panoramic photography of at least the best spot in Washington, DC.  I mean the Lincoln Volleyball Courts, of course.
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All you need to do is go to google-earth (http://maps.google.com/maps).

You can not only see the 11 courts from a Satellite-view using these coordinates:  38.891788, -77.054841, but you can do a “street view” then see the full screen surrounding area including the Memorial, Monument, and River/Rosslyn.  Just cut/paste these coordinates or your home street address into the search field and you will get the panoramic control depicted above.  Amazing.  
This capability must drive the US Military crazy.  Also, airlines may lose riders if people can go “virtually” anywhere that they want to go.  It’s not real time, but is fantastic.  As you can see, the photography has been updated at least since May.
