DC Doubles:

Why do you do 30x60 ft courts (for non-Open Divisions) and side-out (serve for point) scoring for all divisions?  DCD believes it is a preferred/better game.  To date, 2 courts at Lincoln Park are limited as short courts.  The belief is that lower-level players would benefit most by playing on the larger courts.  If Lower and higher level players would like to swap for Summer/Fall (74th/75th) DCD Tournaments, we can surely take a closer look at it.

I don’t have a partner can you help me find one?  Yes, just send DCD an e-msg that indicates the level you generally play and how you’d like to be contacted (phone, text, e-msg).  If there is a list available, we will provide it.
What's the difference between B, BB, A, and Open?  
  B:  Beginning players of all ages will start in this Division.

BB:  These players have mastered some of the doubles volleyball techniques of blocking, passing, setting, serving and hitting and have improved ball control and power over “B” players.

  A:  These players are nearing the peak of volleyball abilities.  They have significant consistencies in all of the techniques mentioned above as well as improved accuracy and power.

Open:  These players are semi-pro and pro players who have mastered the game of volleyball.  They play with power, precision, and make few unforced errors.

Why use the double-elimination format when players prefer pool-play?  Two reasons, primarily we are limited to 8 courts for this Beach Tournament.  We have more players than the courts can service.    Secondly, the cost to run the tournament and provide prizes doubled last year due to the NPS’s newly instituted permit process.  To defray costs, tournament must optimize court time.  

Why doesn’t DC Doubles offer more tournaments?  We (doubles players) have been wanting that for at least 25 years.  Weekend pick-up users of this National Park do not.
